Farley's Follies

James A. Farley was the U.S. Postmaster General under Franklin Roosevelt. Over the course of his administration, Farley routinely removed stamps from the Bureau of Engraving and Printing before they had been completely processed. He would then make gifts of these ungummed and imperforate postal oddities giving them to F.D.R., other political acquaintances, his friends, and even his children. When stamp collectors learned of these gifts, they were upset that the general public had not had equal opportunity to add them to their collections. As a solution, the Post Office reissued 35 stamps, all without gum and most without perforations, and made them available to collectors. The original gift stamps are often called "Farley's Follies." The reissued stamps in three series, are generally collectively referred to as the "Farley Special Printings."

1930 Commemoratives

The United States issued four commemorative stamps in 1930. The Massachusetts Bay Colony Issue celebrated the 300th anniversary of the founding of the colony and shows the colony seal. The Carolina-Charleston Issue celebrates the 250th anniversary of the founding of Charleston, South Carolina and shows Governor Joseph West standing beside a Kiawah Indian. The Braddock's Field Issue celebrates the anniversary of 1775 Battle of Braddock's Field and shows George Washington as a colonel in the British army. Friedrich Wilhelm von Steuben, featured on the final stamp of 1930, was a German-Prussian army officer who served under George Washington during the American Revolutionary War and is credited with teaching the Continental Army the essentials of military drill and discipline.

The Kansas-Nebraska Overprints of 1929 were an interesting although unsuccessful experiment of the United States Postal Service. It was an attempt to thwart thieves who stole stamps in one state and then sold them in other parts of the country. Hold-ups of post offices, especially in Kansas and Nebraska, were a serious problem in the 1920’s. 

To prevent the thieves from transporting stamps out of Kansas and Nebraska and selling them elsewhere, the Post Office tried overprinting the letters Kans. on stamps slated for sale in Kansas and Nebr. on stamps that were to be sold in Nebraska. The problem was that many postal workers in Kansas and Nebraska were not aware of these overprints and would not accept them as valid postage.
